Reception, Y ears 1 and 2

Entyy to the school at ages 4, 5 and 6 is by a short assessment. Prospective
pupils are invited to spend a morning in school to play and do some short
assessments to see how they will ®t in with the present year group.

Years 3t0 6

Entiy to Years 3 to 6 is by a mixture of tests. These are to assess skills already
possessed and future potential. Appropriate reading, comprehension and
mathematics papers are completed along with standardised papers which show
potential against national norms. Guidelines are available which explain what is
expected in general terms.

Entry to Senior School

There is no automatic engrto Senior School. However for most girls it is usual
for them to move to the Senior School as the next stage in their education. In a
very few cases the staff may feel it is not appropriate for a girl to move there and
parents will be advised accordingly

Fee Assistance

Foundation A ward Scheme

Foundation Avards enable children to attend one of the schools ofaké®eld
Grammar School Foundation, even though this would normally be beyond the
reach of the parents' ®nancial situation *.
