Links with other schools including sporting fixtures

· A member of the Geography Department, in conjunction with the Head of Geography, helps to organise and run the Geography World Wise Quiz which involves competing teams from local comprehensive and independent schools
· A member of the Geography Department helps to teach football skills to children from a range of schools in his local community in Sheffield on a Saturday morning
· A member of the Geography Department shares teaching resources that he has produced with members of other local schools, both independent and comprehensive schools
· The Head of Sixth Form helped to organise a Sixth Form Careers Conference, which included inviting outside speakers from universities into the school. Other schools were invited for the Oxbridge sessions (some students from Featherstone High School attended with their teacher)
· The Head of Sixth Form runs the school’s Junior Politics Society, through which we enter candidates for the UK Youth Parliament Elections. These elections involve pupils from all schools in the Wakefield area
· The Head of Politics is in charge of the U15 Hockey Squad as well as assisting with other Hockey teams throughout the school
· EMC took a group of Year 8 pupils on a gifted and talented French day, which was organised by Wakefield LEA as part of their state school/independent school partnership. The event was in June
· QEGS Design & Technology Department has links with other schools (including schools from the maintained sector) in the following ways;

1.Through the Arkwright Scholarship (we have three current Arkwright Scholars and JPP has taken part in the selection procedure for this national award which is open to all UK students aged 16-18)

2. Taking part in national and regional competitions

We are currently national champions of the Toyota Challenge

and were 2006 Champions of the New College Technology Challenge
· The Biology dept. has run successfully for a number of years in a partnership with local state schools and the QEGS Biology department has made regular contributions, the most recent of which was the DNA workshop held in March of 2006
· Exercises have targeted a range of abilities and the success of this link can be measured by the enthusiasm for the events shown by the Partnership Schools
· The Head of the Science Faculty holds the key coordinating role within the school, with the heads of the individual Science Departments being responsible for contributions in their specialist area. 

· The Physics department provides an annual half day revision programme for borderline Y11 GCSE candidates from schools in the ISSP
· A member of the PE department provides coaching of junior players at Harrogate hockey club & Doncaster hockey club, organises Hockey fixtures v’s Hall Cross School (Doncaster), King Egberts (Sheffield), QEGS U18 tournament – local schools attend

· A member of the PE department coaches West Yorkshire boys U14 hockey
· QEGS hosts basketball tournaments which local schools attend
· QEGS Hosts Wakefield Schools Cross-Country league fixtures
· A member of the chemistry dept. is a qualified rugby coach and referee.  He assists at Inter-school rugby matches and tournaments.  He is a member of West Park Bramhope Junior rugby section.

· A member of the Art Dept has been part of the Swing Band, taking part in local fetes, a joint schools evening at Castleford H S and headlining local Round Table and Rotary events
· A member of the Chemistry department is linked to Carleton Community High School, having completed part of a PGCE course there and organised a visit to a local sixth-form college to improve/ maintain the uptake of science subjects post-GCSE 

· A member of the Chemistry department is an active member of the ISSP and attends meetings to share and provide links, co-operation and resources with local secondary state schools. He also organised and ran an inter-school Chemistry/Science competition for local primary feeder schools and participated in an Earth Science lecture given to a selection of Y7 students from both private and state schools 

· A member of the Chemistry department co-coordinates involvement in local and national Bridge competitions at schools and clubs and is involved in Hockey fixtures against many state and independent schools
· The MFL dept have a partnership link with state schools. They have worked together over the last 3 years to ‘teach’ groups of children from state and private sector
